
From obs.(4/17/20): "Today while skiing at the Playground in the Bridgers my party triggered a wet slab on an
ESE 33 degree slope at 7,700' (HS-ASu-R1-D1-I). No one was caught or injured. We decided to turn around as
the sun was roasting the snow at 11:45 a.m., and picked a low angle slope to ski back to the trail. Skier 2
descended and popped out a slab about 10" thick and 50' wide, but the slide was slow moving at first and he was
able to ski away. The slide gained momentum pretty quickly and ran powerfully about 250' down the slope."
