We skied Middle Basin and Going Home Shoot today. Around 9am, wind was calm with a high OVC cloud
ceiling. By 10:30, the clouds rolled in and S-1 to S1 began for about 2 hours. The clouds raised, snow ceased,
and the sun peaked through by 12:30pm.

No cracking, collapsing or evidence of avalanches were observed throughout the day. Middle basin skied well
with ~6-10” of recent snow in places- the formation of a new snow slab seemed to be in the making. Although
wind was calm today, cornices and windboard were apparent on the Beehive-Middle Ridge.
